Making a word search puzzle

Focus: revising vocabulary, spelling.

1. Word searches are a great way of recycling
vocabulary, and checking your spelling. Each of
your Language Support Activity Units has a word
search for you to figure out. Now it’s your turn to
make one! This can be done as a homework activity.
First in class, decide on a topic for the word search.

Suggestions: a unit from one of your textbooks
or new words this month or difficult spellings.

For homework, or working alone, think of ten words related to the topic.
Check how to spell each word.

Put the words on the squared paper, perhaps five across and five down.
Hide the words with other letters.

2. Bring your word search into class and swap it with another student. Note: if it is
possible, your teacher should photocopy your word search BEFORE another
student works on it, so that your word search can be tried by everyone.
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
